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2 Corinthians 7:8-10 (NLT)
8 I am not sorry that I sent that severe letter to you, though I was sorry at first, 
for I know it was painful to you for a little while. 9 Now I am glad I sent it, not 
because it hurt you, but because the pain caused you to repent and change 
your ways. It was the kind of sorrow God wants his people to have, so you 
were not harmed by us in any way. 10 For the kind of sorrow God wants us to 
experience leads us away from sin and results in salvation. There’s no regret 
for that kind of sorrow. But worldly sorrow, which lacks repentance, results in 
spiritual death.
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YOU CAN’T HOLD NON-CHRISTIANS
TO CHRISTIAN STANDARDS
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1 Corinthians 5:9-13
9 When I wrote to you before, I told you not to associate with people who 
indulge in sexual sin. 10 But I wasn’t talking about unbelievers who indulge 
in sexual sin, or are greedy, or cheat people, or worship idols. You would 
have to leave this world to avoid people like that. 11 I meant that you are 
not to associate with anyone who claims to be a believer yet indulges in 
sexual sin, or is greedy, or worships idols, or is abusive, or is a drunkard, or 
cheats people. Don’t even eat with such people. 12 It isn’t my responsibility 
to judge outsiders, but it certainly is your responsibility to judge those 
inside the church who are sinning. 13 God will judge those on the outside; 
but as the Scriptures say, “You must remove the evil person from among 
you.”

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Matthew 7:3-5 (ESV)
3 Why do you see the speck that is in your brother's eye, but do not notice 
the log that is in your own eye? 4 Or how can you say to your brother, ‘Let 
me take the speck out of your eye,’ when there is the log in your own eye? 
5 You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will see 
clearly to take the speck out of your brother's eye
