• Creation



Genesis 1:1 (NLT)
1 In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.

Psalm 19:1-4 (NLT)
1 The heavens proclaim the glory of God. The skies display his 
craftsmanship. 2 Day after day they continue to speak; night after night 
they make him known. 3 They speak without a sound or word; their voice is 
never heard. 4 Yet their message has gone throughout the earth, and their 
words to all the world.

Romans 1:19-20 (NLT)
19 They know the truth about God because he has made it obvious to 
them. 20 For ever since the world was created, people have seen the earth 
and sky. Through everything God made, they can clearly see his invisible 
qualities—his eternal power and divine nature. So they have no excuse for 
not knowing God.

Romans 1:21b-23 (NLT)
21b …They began to think up foolish ideas of what God was like. As a 
result, their minds became dark and confused. 22 Claiming to be wise, they 
instead became utter fools. 23 And instead of worshiping the glorious, 
ever-living God, they worshiped idols made to look like mere people and 
birds and animals and reptiles.
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Hebrews 1:3 (NLT)
3 The Son radiates God’s own glory and expresses the very character of 
God, and he sustains everything by the mighty power of his command. 
When he had cleansed us from our sins, he sat down in the place of honor 
at the right hand of the majestic God in heaven.

John 14:9 (NLT)
9 “Have I been with you all this time, Philip, and yet you still don’t know 
who I am? Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father! So why are you 
asking me to show him to you?”

John 1:1-5 (NLT)
1 In the beginning the Word already existed. The Word was with God, and 
the Word was God. 2 He existed in the beginning with God. 3 God created 
everything through him, and nothing was created except through him. 
4 The Word gave life to everything that was created, and his life brought 
light to everyone. 5 The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness can 
never extinguish it.

John 1:14 (NLT)
14 So the Word became human and made his home among us. He was full 
of unfailing love and faithfulness. And we have seen his glory, the glory of 
the Father’s one and only Son.



1 Timothy 3:16 (NLT)
16 Without question, this is the great mystery of our faith: Christ was revealed 
in a human body… 

1 John 1:1-2 (NLT)
1 We proclaim to you the one who existed from the beginning, whom we 
have heard and seen. We saw him with our own eyes and touched him 
with our own hands. He is the Word of life. 2 This one who is life itself was 
revealed to us, and we have seen him. And now we testify and proclaim to 
you that he is the one who is eternal life. He was with the Father, and then 
he was revealed to us.

Isaiah 53:6 (NLT)
6 All of us, like sheep, have strayed away. We have left God’s paths to 
follow our own. Yet the Lord laid on him the sins of us all. How we see God
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John 1:12 (NLT)
12 To all who believed him and accepted him, he gave the right to 
become children of God.
